Acquisition is receiving increased emphasis at agencies.  The Service Acquisition Reform Act (SARA) will provide additional emphasis.  A year ago, the Federal Acquisition Council determined areas that needed greater focus and collaborative efforts by agencies and have taken several action steps.  The Council's human capital initiatives are focusing on what is needed for the acquisition workforce to succeed in the future and how those needs can be provided for.  The integrated acquisition  environment has begun to take shape, impacting both business and government.  The Council has provided significant assistance to OMB and agencies on competitive sourcing and has additional plans for this year. The membership of the Council includes representatives of the small and disadvantaged business utilization director community as well as senior procurement officials and together have been focusing on how to improve business opportunities for small and disadvantaged businesses, and addressing small business concerns in the areas of subcontracting and contract bundling.
