Description

The United States General Services Administration (GSA) invites industry, to participate in an eAuthentication Industry Day concerning the Federal Government’s eAuthentication initiative. There will be a detailed discussion of the Authentication Gateway, acquisition strategy, and other important information.  The eAuthentication team is interested in hearing from Industry - this forum will provide that opportunity. 

The eAuthentication Industry Day is on Tuesday, June 18, 2002, from 9:00AM until 12:00 noon at the Department of Commerce Auditorium located at 14th Street NW and Constitution Avenue.
